Korbel – Prosecco – California   $7 glass $30 bottle

The Clone 7, Columbia Valley AVA, Red Blend is generous and broad with a dense mid palate of Bing cherry 
and dark caramel with nuances of herbs and roasted meat and balanced tannins.

Maryhill – Red Blend – Washington   $7 glass $30 bottle
Aromas of black cherry and cane berries mix with vanilla, tobacco and some earthen notes. This blend is 
comprised of Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot, Syrah, and Cabernet Franc.
